
The basic curriculum of each high school shall consist of required and approved courses outlined in the current edition of the Mississippi Public School Accountability Standards (most recent edition) and the Approved Courses for the 
Secondary Schools of Mississippi. 

 
• The District conducts an annual analysis of student performance and takes action 

to improve the curriculum, the instructional delivery, and/or the evaluation 
procedures. 

 
It is the responsibility of the District to communicate information continuously and 
regularly to parents, legal guardians, or custodians about their child’s educational 
development. These communication efforts shall be in addition regular scholar appraisal 
reports. Such efforts will help to ensure understanding and support of the instructional 
programs of the Jackson Public School District. 
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
