It is in the intent of the board to adhere strictly to the formal bid process, as relates to
what items must be formally bid, the formulation of open and fair product speoificati

the advertising or public notification of the soliciting of bid quotations procedure as
mandated by the law, and the awarding of bids on a fair basis consistent with prevailing
laws.

Reasonable efforts are to be exerted to secure multiple bids on all items and the board
considers it highly desirable to receive a minimum of three bids.
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
