Lessons plans shall
include details for virtual learning and denote synchronous vs. asynchronous learning as
applicable.

website, or any other approved means of communication;

. Teachers will be available for communication during regular work hours;
. If ateacher is not available for distance learning due to iliness or a personal day, the

teacher will communicate with the students/parents within 24 hours of their return to work;

. Teachers will provide instruction to all students, along with appropriate and reasonable

accommodations, who are on a 504 plan or an IEP;

. Any other responsibilities approved by the Board or the Superintendent.

The family will ensure the student's compliance with the policies and procedures
outlined within the Student Code of Conduct;

The family will ensure the student's attendance on campus to meet course requirements
and/or interim district assessments;
